HOW TO BID

ONLINE:

Before the traditional auction starts, bids may be placed on bruun-rasmussen.com.

Each
participant is assigned a bidding number. The auction will be in Danish and
English, and please note that bids and invoices are communicated in Danish kroner.

LTIVE BIDDING:

You can follow the auction live via video and audio transmission and submit bids
from our website, as if you were in the saleroom. Your bids will be treated the same
way as bids submitted in the saleroom. When the auction starts, go to our website
and click on “Follow the auction live” next to the auction in question.

COMMISSION BI1IDS:

If you are unable to attend the auction in person, either in the saleroom or via Live
Bidding, you can submit a commission bid, whereby a commission agent from Bruun
Rasmussen will bid on your behalf during the auction. Commission bids may be
submitted via our website next to the description of the item in question right up
until the start of the auction.

“After a Collector Comes a Consigner”

The phrase is a well-known Danish proverb. Whether it holds true, 1 cannot say, but it is cer-
tainly my experience after many years in the business that it is extremely rare for a dedicated
collector’s interest to be passed on from one generation to the next. When a collection such
as the Christensen family Collection is offered at auction, there is therefore great reason for
the collectors of today to marvel at its content, since many of the pieces presented have not
been up for auction in generations.

The collection’s current owner, High Court judge Ebbe Christensen (b. 1937), was already
in his early childhood drawn into the wonderful world of numismatics by both his father,
civil judge Anders Christensen (1910-1982), and his grandfather, an accountant named Niels
Christensen (1875-1956). They all had a keen eye for detail, and the collection is literally
teeming with greater and minor rarities among the smaller coins, and although not all coins
in the collection are true beauties, they are all attractive pieces that almost without exception
are characterized by a fine patina.

Many of the smaller coins are not particularly valuable, but they nevertheless deserve to be
auctioned off individually. For this reason 1 have decided to sell a large part of the collection
on our online auctions, where all the relevant lots are marked with “ex. Christensen” in the text.

The Christensen family have been very careful to record the previous owners of the coins.
Since all three collectors were prominent members of the Danish Numismatic Association,
many coins were obviously bought here, but well-known collector names such as Broge,
Emst, Haunstrup, Martin Petersen, Ragoczy, Schou and Wilcke can be seen frequently among
the list of former owners.

A name that will probably be unfamiliar with most numismatists is Hans Kruse (1870-1947),
who was the brother of Ebbe Christensen’s grandmother, Louise Vilstrup (f. Kruse). He was a
highly recognized philatelist, who for a number of years sat on the board of both the Copen-
hagen and Aarhus’ “Philatelist Club”, but that he obviously also had a weakness for beautiful
and rare coins, which all found a proper home in the Christensen collection, can be clearly
demonstrated by for instance the spectacular 1854-set that belonged to Frederik VII.

1t can of course occur that a coin or a medal has remained unheeded in a manor house for
several generations before it is eventually put up for auction, but for coins to have been in
the same actively collecting family’s possession for 115 years is remarkable. 1t is therefore
with great joy and reverence that Bruun Rasmussen with this catalogue can present collectors
of today with the opportunity to include pieces in their collection with this fine provenance.

"Efter en samler kommer en spreder”

Sédan lyder en velkendt dansk talemade. Hvorvidt dette star til troende, skal jeg lade veere
usagt, men det er i hvert fald en erfaring gennem mange &r, at det er uhyre sjeldent, at en
dedikeret samlerinteresse passerer i arv gennem generationer. Nar en samling som den fore-
liggende Christensenske familiesamling udbydes pa auktion, er der derfor s& megen desto
starre grund for dagens samlere til at spaerre gjnene op, idet mange af de her repraesenterede
stykker ikke har veeret udbudt i generationer.

Samlingens nuvarende ejer, landsdommer Ebbe Christensen (f. 1937), blev allerede i sine
tidlige barndomsar inddraget i numismatikkens forunderlige verden af bade sin far, civil-
dommer Anders Christensen (1910-1982), og sin farfar, revisor Niels Christensen (1875-
1956). De havde alle et skarpt gje for detaljen, og det bogstaveligt talt vrimler med sma og
store sjeeldenheder blandt de mindre menter, og skent ikke alle monter i samlingen er egent-
lige pragteksemplarer, er der altid tale om attraktive stykker, der naesten uden undtagelse er
kendetegnet af en fin patina.

Mange af de mindre menter er ikke saerligt kostbare, men fortjener ikke desto mindre at blive
udbudt enkeltvis. Af denne grund har jeg valgt at salge en stor del af samlingen pa vores
netauktioner, hvor alle de relevante eksemplarer betegnes "ex. Christensen”.

Familien Christensen selv har veeret meget omhyggelige med at registrere tidligere ejere.
Da alle tre samlere var prominente medlemmer af Dansk Numismatisk Forening, er mange
menter naturligvis kebt her, men velkendte samlerprofiler som Broge, Ernst, Haunstrup,
Martin Petersen, Ragoczy, Schou og Wilcke ses hyppigt angivet.

Et navn, der antagelig vil veere de fleste numismatikere ubekendt, er Hans Kruse (1870-
1947), der var bror til Ebbe Christensens mormor, Louise Vilstrup (f. Kruse). Han var en
serdeles anerkendt filatelist, der i en arreekke sad i bestyrelsen for savel Kebenhavns
og Aarhus’ "Philatelistklub”, men at han tydeligvis ogsa havde en svaghed for smukke og
sjeeldne menter, der alle fik et godt hjem i den Christensenske samling, ses tydeligt demon-
streret bl.a. i det spektakuleere 1854-sat, der har tilhgrt Frederik VII.

Naturligvis foreckommer det, at en mgnt eller en medalje har ligget updagtet pa en herregard
i flere generationer, inden den eventuelt kommer til salg, men at megnter har ligget i 115 ar
i samme aktivt samlende families eje er enestdende. Det er med stor gleede og @erbedighed,
at Bruun Rasmussen med dette katalog giver dagens samlere muligheden for at inkludere
stykker i deres samling med denne fine proveniens.

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\/Vith Arne Andreasen’s death in May of 2014, the Danish numismatic world lost one of its
most famous and revered figures. Together with his wife, Eva, Arne Andreasen spent many
years managing the coin shop Plea on Gammel Kongevej in Copenhagen. Like most talented
coin dealers Arne had, besides a good head for business, the well-developed eye of a collector,
and many a gem has been put aside in his private collection. While we already in January
began offering the less expensive items of the collection at our online auctions, where collec-
tors have welcomed their presence, it is a great pleasure for yours truly and Bruun Rasmussen
to be able to present the very best of the collection in this catalogue and in the forthcoming
autumn catalogue.

Arne Andreasen was born in Northern Jutland in 1931 and left home to work when he was
just 10 years old. Having trained as an electrician, he tried his luck in Copenhagen. Already
in 1955 he opened, together with Eva, a stamp and coin shop in Gothersgade, where you
could buy items such as individual stamps for one Danish Qre a piece or a complete set of ten
different commemorative coins in uncirculated condition for 55 Danish Kroner. With plans for
a possible expansion of the family on the horizon, Arne chose after a few years to return to a
safer career path and landed a good job as a senior fitter. In 1969, it was, however, becoming
clear to him that his true calling was in the collector’s world, and he opened his well-known
store on Frederiksberg, which he owned until 1998.

The collection of older Danish type coins contains several showpieces. Here we will only mention
the two beautiful, rare and amusing speciedalere struck during the reign of Christian V (cat.
no. 231 and 242). Even when it comes to the minor coins you can sense Arne’s discerning eye
for quality. Evidence of this can be seen with the usually quite inconspicuous 2 Skillings from
the same King as mentioned above (cat. no. 236 and 244).

Another special feature of the collection is its incredible breadth. That the paper money is
on par with the coins is clearly demonstrated by an exceptional suite from the Faroe Islands,
which includes an otherwise unknown 100 Danish Kroner 1935 with provisional overprint (cat.
no. 351). Medals were in many ways particularly close to Arne’s heart, and among the medals
you can find many rarities in their beautiful, original cases (cat. no. 306, 311 and 313).

Arne possessed an ability to understand and appreciate the cultural and historic relevance of
a subject that many others might not immediately have considered “culturally significant”. In
this way he created a distinguished series of special collections of gaming tokens, which today
would be extremely difficult to create (cat. no. 317-325).

In the safe knowledge that the joy, which Arne felt about all the items up for auction, will be
passed on to their new owners, 1 wish you an enjoyable auction.

Arne Andreasen



Med Arne Andreasens dod i maj 2014 mistede den danske numismatiske verden en af sine
mest kendte og afholdte skikkelser. Sammen med hustruen Eva drev han i en menneskealder
montbutikken Plea pd Gammel Kongevej i Kebenhavn. Som de fleste andre dygtige mont-
handlere havde han ud over en god forretningssans et veludviklet samlergen, og mangen en
perle er blevet lagt til side i den private samling. Mens vi allerede i januar begyndte at udbyde
de mindre kostbare emner pa vores net-auktioner, hvor samlerne har vidst at tage godt imod
dem, er det undertegnede og Bruun Rasmussen en meget stor gleede at kunne udbyde det
allerbedste i dette og efterarets katalog.

Arne blev fodt i Nordjylland i 1931 og kom ud at tjene, da han blot var 10 ar gammel. Efter at
have uddannet sig som elektriker provede han lykken i Kebenhavn. Allerede i 1955 abnede han
sammen med Eva en frimaerke- og mentbutik i Gothersgade, hvor man bl.a. kunne kobe lgse
frimaerker for 1 gre pr. stk. og et komplet saet af de ti forskellige erindringsmenter i ucirkuleret
kvalitet for 55 kr. Med planer om en mulig familieforogelse valgte Are dog efter fa ar at
vende tilbage til det sikre og fik et godt job som overmonter. 1 1969 var det imidlertid blevet
klart for ham, at hans kald 1a i samlerverdenen, og han abnede sin velkendte forretning pa
Frederiksberg, som han ejede frem til 1998.

Samlingen af eeldre danske typemeonter indeholder adskillige pragtstykker, hvoraf blot skal
navnes to smukke, sjeldne og morsomme speciedalere preeget under Christian V (kat.nr.
231 og 242), men ogsa nar det drejer sig om smamenterne fornemmes hans kraesne blik for
kvalitet Se blot de normalt ganske uanselige toskillinge fra samme konge (kat.nr. 236 og 244).

Noget helt seerligt ved samlingen er imidlertid dens utrolige speendvidde, og at pengesedlerne
er fuldt pd hgjde med mgnterne demonstreres af en exceptionel suite fra Faerperne, der bl.a.
indeholder en i gvrigt ukendt 100 kr. fra 1935 med provisorisk overtryk (kat.nr. 351). Medailler
18 pd mange mader nok Arnes hjerte seerlig neer, og blandt de beerbare medailler ses mange
sjeeldenheder i deres smukke, originale etuier (kat.nr. 306, 311, 313).

Arne besad om nogen evnen til at forstd og paskenne det kulturhistorisk interessante i noget,
som mange andre maske ikke umiddelbart ansa for "fint” nok. Herigennem fik han bl.a. skabt
en fornem specialsamling af spillementer, som det i dag ville veere uhyre vanskeligt at opbygge
(kat.nr. 317-325).

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]n John Keats’ famous poem “Endymion” is written: “A thing of beauty is a joy forever”, and
who can disagree with such a statement? Fortunately our catalogue is teeming with beautiful
coins and other items that will surely bestow plenty of joy on their new owners.

A beautifully preserved gold coin with a portrait of the Roman Empress Faustina (cat. no.
365) perfectly manages to bring the grandeur of the ancient world to life, and through the
portrait of Svend Grathe (cat. no. 386), which should be considered one of the finest coin
portraits from Danish medieval times, one feels transported directly to the Bloodfeast in
Roskilde.

Weighty silver Dalers from the Danish renaissance with representations of Christian 111 (cat.
no. 402), Frederik 11 (cat. no. 405-406) and Christian 1V (cat. no. 408-418, 430-433) speak
of a time where Denmark could still be considered a great world power, and an unusually
fine collection of coins from Christian VII (cat. no. 520-550, 625-637) invariably gets one’s
imagination going about the mad cuckold on the Danish throne.

Among the many rare and interesting Norwegian pieces a so-called “Svartkrone” (black
crown) can be found. Tt was struck at the end of the 13th century (cat. no. 575), and the
name alone rings pure medieval!

Denmark’s old hereditary enemy to the east, Sweden, has over the years evolved into a sister
nation, and we are pleased to present exquisite Swedish coins, ranging from a wonderful
Mark from Gustav Vasa (cat. no. 642) to a number of fine Ducats from the period after 1800
(cat. no. 644-653).

The medals include a beautiful example of Arbien’s imposing medal made on the occasion of
the House of Oldenburg’s 300-year anniversary (cat. no. 698). From Frederik V's reign we also
find two smaller and usually not highly estimated medals cut by the German medalist, Paul
Heinrich Goedecke (cat. no. 696-697). The medals in question, however, are both in gold and
struck with a weight equal to that of a half Portugaloeser!

With a series of no less than 10 Ming Notes from Sophus Black’s collection (cat. no. 715-724)
Bruun Rasmussen once again proves itself as the place to be, when it comes to the trade of this
type of interesting and antique paper money, which are among the world’s very earliest kind.

When all is said and done, beauty is, as we know, beholden to the eyes that see it, so
let me conclude with another quote from one of the world’s greatest literary figures,
William Shakespeare: “Beauty is bought by judgement of the eye, not utter’d by base sale of
chapmen’s tongues”.

En smukt bevaret guldment med et portraet af den romerske kejserinde Faustina (kat.nr. 365)
forméar i den grad at bringe den antikke verdens pragt til live, og gennem portreettet af Svend
Grathe (kat.nr. 386), der ma regnes for et af den danske middelalders fineste montportreetter,
foler man sig hurtigt hensat til blodgildet i Roskilde.

Veaegtige solvdalere fra den danske renaessance med fremstillinger af Christian 11 (kat.nr.
402), Frederik 11 (kat.nr. 405-406) og Christian 1V (kat.nr. 408-418, 430-433) taler om en tid,
hvor Danmark endnu kunne kaldes en stormagt, og en usadvanlig fin samling af menter fra
Christian V11 (kat.nr. 520-550, 625-637) seetter uveegerligt fantasierne i gang om den gale
hanrej pa den danske trone.

Blandt de mange sjeeldne og interessante norske stykker ses bl.a. en sakaldt “svartkrone”
preeget i slutningen af det 13. drhundrede (kat.nr. 575) - alene navnet emmer af middelalder!

Vores gamle arvefjende mod gst har med arene udviklet sig til et broderfolk, og vi er glade
for at kunne praesentere udspgte svenske mgnter lige fra en vidunderlig mark fra Gustav Vasa
(kat.nr. 642) til en reekke fine dukater fra perioden efter ar 1800 (kat.nr. 644 - 653).

Blandt medaljerne bemzerkes bl.a. et smukt eksemplar af Arbiens store pragtmedalje i
anledning af det oldenborgske kongehus’ 300-ars jubileeum (kat.nr. 698). Ligeledes fra
Frederik V’s regeringsperiode hidrgrer to mindre og normalt ikke seerligt estimerede medaljer
skaret af den tyske medaljor, Paul Heinrich Goedecke (kat.nr. 696-697); de foreliggende
eksemplarer er imidlertid begge i guld og slaet med en vaegt svarende til en halv portugalgser!

Med en raekke af hele 10 Mingsedler fra Sophus Blacks samling (kat.nr. 715 — 724) viser
Bruun Rasmussen sig atter som stedET for auktionshandel med disse interessante og oldgamle
pengesedler, som hgrer blandt verdens allerfarste.

Men nar alt kommer til alt, afheenger skenhed som bekendt af de gjne, der ser, sa lad
mig slutte med et andet citat fra en af verdenslitteraturens allerstarste skikkelser, nemlig
William Shakespeare: "Beauty is bought by judgment of the eye, not utter’'d by base sale of
chapmen'’s tongues”.

The purchase price falls due for payment when the goods have
been knocked down. Payment may be made in cash up to DKK
50,000, by Dankort, banker’s cheque, traveller's cheque, Visa-,
Master-, Diners Club- or Eurocard. Personal foreign cheques may
only be used for payment by prior arrangement.

At traditional auctions payment for purchased items must be
made during or immediately after the auction. Under all circum-
stances payment must be made no later than eight days from
the date of the invoice. With online auctions, payment automati-
cally takes place when the items are prepared for dispatch (circa

Foreign buyers who meet the following conditions pay the applica-
ble auction fees, cf. above, but are not charged Danish VAT. How-
ever, the Danish VAT must be deposited at Bruun Rasmussen until
documentation has been provided to show that the goods have
been exported as required by law.

A. Buyers who are VAT-registered in another EU country are
exempt from paying Danish VAT when it can be documented
that the item purchased has been transported to the address
declared by the buyer to Bruun Rasmussen and specified on the
invoice. In such cases, VAT must be settled in accordance with
the rules in force in the country where the company is VAT-reg-
istered. 1t is advisable to check with the relevant local authorities.

B. Buyers domiciled outside the EU may be exempt from Danish
VAT when it can be documented that the purchase has been
transported out of the EU. As far as possible, Bruun Rasmussen
issues the necessary export documents to be presented to the
customs authorities, and reserves the right to charge a fee for
doing so.

1f the goods are being exported by a freight forwarder authorised
by Bruun Rasmussen, the VAT need not be deposited. See the

§ 5. PAYMENT OF TAXES AND DUTIES

A. VAT-registered businesses in other EU Member States may
opt out of exercising the option of VAT exemption and
instead pay Danish VAT on second-hand goods/full VAT.
Bruun Rasmussen must be informed of this before 10 am on
the day after the purchase.

B. VAT-registered businesses in Denmark may choose to pay full
VAT, cf. above. Bruun Rasmussen must be informed of this
before 10 am on the day after the purchase.
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§ 6. COLLECTION OF PURCHASES

The purchase price must be paid in full before the purchased lot
can be passed over to the buyer.

Where such a licence has not been
obtained, the foreign buyer will be informed thereof immedi-
ately after the lot has been knocked down to the buyer. Anoth-
er application will subsequently be sent to the Danish Cultural
Assets Committee by Bruun Rasmussen on behalf of the buyer,
now that the price is known. Should an export licence not be
granted, the Danish Cultural Assets Committee would be obliged
to acquire the purchased lot at the purchase price, and the buyer
would thus not be bound to the purchase.

§ 10. DESCRIPTION OF LOTS

All lots are sold in the condition in which they are found when
knocked down and as described in the catalogue and on the
homepage with subsequently published changes and modifica-
tions. Description is done according to the best of Bruun Ras-
mussen’s knowledge and on the cataloguing principles stated.

The lots auctioned are often of some age or of a kind which
makes it possible that they may contain defects, deficiencies, or
may have been subject to restoration or damage not necessarily
stated in the catalogue and on the homepage. Pictures are for
identification only and cannot be used for an evaluation of the
condition of the goods.

Any person who wishes to bid at an auction should therefore sa-
tisfy himself of the condition of the lots for which he intends to
bid by personal inspection at the preview held prior to the auc-
tion. The description is an indication of the prevailing opinion of
scholars and expert at the time of the sale. If any doubts should
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Bruun Rasmussen undertakes to execute commission bids for
bidders who are unable to be present at the auction. It is a pre-
requisite that Bruun Rasmussen receives the commissions by let-
ter, fax or telephone 24 hours before the start of the auction for
the bidders’ credit to be checked, if necessary. Bids by the home-
page are to be recieved a minimum of 3 hours before the start of
the auction. Bruun Rasmussen is not to be held responsible for
any errors that may occur using this service.

CONDITION REPORTS

Bruun Rasmussen undertakes to provide further information
about the state and condition of the lots if possible. This is
regarded as a service for customers who are unable to make a
personal inspection of the lots at the preview. Bruun Rasmussen
stresses that the information given cannot be used as the basis
for complaints; complaints can only be based on the description.

EXEMPTION FROM VAT

Buyers shall, according to § 2, pay full VAT on lots marked with
an asterisk (*).

No Danish VAT is to be paid when VAT registered companies
from other EU countries buy at Bruun Rasmussen and resell
to private buyers, The private buyer then only has to pay VAT
according to the rules in force in the country where the foreign
company is VAT registered. For further information please con-
sult your local authorities.
