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Kunst, Kina, Kontramaerker og Kobberstik

Da Johann Wolfgang von Goethe i 1787 besggte prins Torremuzza i Palermo, stiftede han for

forste gang bekendtskab med antikke graeske megnter og skrev straks herom: "Fra disse skuffer
tilsmiler os et uendeligt fordr af kunstens blomster og frugter, af selve livet udlevet pa et
foraedlet plan.”

Goethes entusiastiske ord efterlader ingen tvivl om, at disse kunstveerker en
miniature havde ramt ham lige i sjelen, og medmindre man har et hjerte
af sten og/eller et hoved af savsmuld, vil den foreliggende auktions udbud
af stykker fra antikkens Greekenland pa tilsvarende vis forstd at rere ogsd den
moderne beskuer (kat.nr. 181-219). Nar menter fra denne periode er udvalgt
med den erfarne samlers kreesne blik for kvalitet kombineret med en kunstelskers
forstaelse for den enkelte gravers artistiske feerdighed, synes alt at ga op i netop
den hgjere enhed, hvor greensen mellem ment og kunst endegyldigt transcenderes.

Et andet interessant eksempel pa, hvordan begrebet megnt undertiden distancerer sig
fra det forventede, er den sjeeldne kinesiske 50 tael, der vejer naesten to kilo og er formet som en
"sko” af sglv (kat.nr. 254). Auktionen begynder imidlertid som vanlig med en raekke fascinerende
preegninger fra den sene vikingetid og tidlige middelalder med bl.a. menter fra hele fire af Svend
Estridsens fem sgnner pa tronen (kat.nr. 35-39).

Skent Christian TV antagelig gjorde mere skade end gavn i det danske rige, er han ubetinget en af
danmarkshistoriens mest elskede regenter, og da hans menttyper tillige er mange og rigt varierede,
vedbliver disse med rette at veere et populeert samleromrade. P4 auktionen udbydes foruden flere
sjeeldne danske typer (kat.nr. 49-71) en useaedvanlig fin speciedaler fra Gliickstadt (kat.nr. 72) og to
smukke specier fra Norge (kat.nr. 149 og 150).

Kataloget rummer denne gang et interessant udvalg af sjeeldent sete udenlandske monter lige fra
uanselige typer fra folkevandringstiden (kat.nr. 258 og 259) til pragtmenter fra det 20. drhundrede,
som f.eks. det engelske kroningsseet fra 1937 (kat.nr. 249), den tjekkiske dukatserie fra 1934 (kat.nr.
275-278) og den russiske rubel fra 1913 (kat.nr. 273). Som et helt useedvanligt indslag kan naevnes
forste del af Sven Erik Dettmers efterladte samling af kontramarkerede menter fra "hele verden”
(kat.nr. 292-303).

Seddelsamlerne skal ikke snydes, og fra det danske omrdde ses alt fra Danmark/Norges eldste
type fra 1695 (kat.nr. 339) over de forskellige typer af "plovmeend” (kat.nr. 350-353 og 358-363)
til en 100 kr. trykt for Den Allierede Overkommando i 1945 (kat.nr. 367) og et nyopdaget eksem-
plar af den uhert sjeeldne 5 Dollars 1860 fra St. Thomas Bank (kat.nr. 397). Blandt de udenlandske
sedler ses en raekke fine kinesiske sedler fra Sophus Blacks samling (kat.nr. 400-410) samt en suite
af uhyre sjeeldent udbudte svenske banksedler (kat.nr. 411-416).

Auktionen afrundes af det store kobberstiksveerk over den kongelige samling i et helt seerligt
eksemplar, der har tilhart Monten i Altona (kat.nr. 419), og som nu kan fa lov at pryde en heldig
privatsamlers numismatiske bibliotek.

Connoisseurs, China, Countermarks e
and Copperplates 77 i

In 1787, when Johann Wolfgang von Goethe visited Prince Torremuzza in Palermo,
he was introduced to antique Greek coins for the first time and immediately wrote the
following: "From these trays there smiled at us an unending spring of art’s blossoms
and fruits, of life acted out in a sublimer sense.”

Goethe’s enthusiastic words leave no doubt that these miniature works of art had
touched his soul deeply, and unless one has a heart of stone and/or a head full of straw, the
pieces from Ancient Greece at this auction will cause a similar reaction in the present-day viewer
(cat. no. 181-219). When coins from this period are selected with the experienced collector’s discerning
eye for quality combined with an art lover’s understanding of the individual engraver’s artistic abilities,
everything seems to come together and the line between coin and art is irrevocably transcended.

Another interesting example of how the coin concept sometimes distances itself from the expected is
with the rare Chinese 50 Tael, which weighs almost two kilos and is shaped like a “shoe” of silver (cat.
no. 254). The auction, however, begins as usual with a number of fascinating mintings from the late
Viking Age and early Middle Ages, including coins from no less than four of Svend Estridsen’s five
sons on the throne (cat. no. 35-39).

Although Christian 1V presumably did more harm than good to the Danish kingdom, he is, without
doubt, one of Denmark’s most beloved regents, and since his coin types are many and richly varied,
they continue to be a popular area of interest for collectors. In addition to several rare Danish types
(cat. no. 49-71), an exceptionally fine Speciedaler from Gliickstadt (cat. no. 72) and two beautiful
Species from Norway (cat. no. 149 and 150) are also presented at this auction.

The catalogue this time around features an interesting selection of rare international coins, ranging
from unassuming types from the Migration Period (cat. no. 258, 259) to beautiful 20th century coins,
such as the English coronation set from 1937 (cat. no. 249), the Czech Dukat series from 1934 (cat.
no. 275-278) and the Russian Rouble from 1913 (cat. no. 273). As a highly unusual segment of the
auction, we can mention the first part of the late Sven Erik Dettmer’s collection of countermarked
coins from “the whole world” (cat. no. 292-303).

The collectors of paper money need not feel left out, and from the Danish region you can find every-
thing from Denmark/Norway’s oldest type from 1695 (cat. no. 339) over various types of 500 Kroner
bills (cat. no. 350-353 and 358-363) to a 100 Kroner bill printed for the Allied High Command in
1945 (cat. no. 367) and a newly discovered specimen of the exceptionally rare 5 dollars 1860 from St.
Thomas Bank (cat. no. 397). Among the international paper money are a number of fine Chinese bills
from Sophus Black’s collection (cat. no. 400-410) and a suite of incredibly rare Swedish paper money
from private banks (cat. no. 411-416).

The auction concludes with the great 1791 copper-plate folio on the royal collection in a very special
example that has belonged to the Mint of Altona (cat. no. 419) and which can now become part of a
lucky private collector’s numismatic library.

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CONDITIONS OF PURCHASE - TRADITIONAL AUCTIONS

These conditions of purchase represent Bruun Ras-
mussen Kunstauktioner A/S’ (“BRK”) conditions of
purchase for traditional auctions and are effective from
1 January 2017. BRK may modify the conditions of
purchase at any time.

By bidding, the bidder/buyer accepts the current
conditions of purchase as they appear on bruun-
rasmussen.dk. The conditions of purchase are applicable
to both business owners and consumers.

BEFORE THE AUCTION

1 VALUATION OF ITEMS

1.1 All the offered items are valued by BRK. The valuation is an
estimate based on the expected hammer price, see para-
graph 5.3. The estimate is based on the previous sale of
similar items as well as BRK’s past experience. The hammer
price can therefore be higher or lower than the estimated
price.

2 DESCRIPTION OF ITEMS

2.1 Items up for auction are presented with photographs and
descriptions in catalogues and on bruun-rasmussen.dk.
The description is worded according to the best of BRK’s
knowledge and based on detailed research in accordance
with the prevailing views among experts at the time of sale.

2.2 The items up for auction are of an age and nature that
often mean that they are in a worn, repaired or damaged
condition. As a starting point everything is sold as used
items. For this reason, the descriptions in the catalogue
or at bruun-rasmussen.dk do not include a statement
regarding the above or the condition of the item.

2.3 In some cases, BRK may choose to describe an item’s
provenance. Such a description is made if a former owner
is publicly known and/or if the story of previous owner-
ship sheds further light on the item and its background. In
other cases, such information is left out of the description,
for instance to meet the seller’s wish for privacy.

2.4 ltis possible that the estimate and description are revised
prior to the auction. Changes are published on BRK’s website.

3 PREVIEW

3.1 Items up for auction are presented prior to the auction in
one of BRK’s showrooms. Potential bidders are encouraged
to inspect the items closely and are responsible for deter-
mining the condition of the items at these previews, where
they also have the opportunity to consult with the valua-
tion experts.

3.2 If a potential buyer does not have the opportunity to inspect
the item personally, a condition report can be drafted in
most cases. The description in this report has been made
according to BRK’s honest conviction but is not based
on scientific studies. A condition report only serves as an
identification and is meant as an aid to bidders who do not
have the opportunity to inspect the item at the preview.
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DURING THE AUCTION

4 THE ROLE OF BRK

4.1 The sale of an item is facilitated by BRK on behalf of the
seller, and BRK always sells items up for auction at the
highest price offered during the bidding round.

4.2 ltems up for auction can have a reserve price that has been
agreed upon with the seller. The price is confidential and
the item cannot be sold below this price.

4.3 The traditional auctions are presided over by one of the
Danish Ministry of Justice’s appointed auctioneers, ensuring
that the auctions proceed correctly and lawfully.

5 BIDDING

5.1  The currency used while the auctions take place is Danish
kroner. The approximate amount in euro/US dollars is
shown on screens in the saleroom and also on request.

5.2 The auctioneer determines the size of the bid increment
and the pace of the auction. Bid increments usually rise by
5% - 10% compared to the previous bid. Approximately
50-100 auction lots are sold per hour.

5.3  The hammer price refers both to the gavel used by the
auctioneer that signifies the end of a bidding round on an
item and to the price (bidding amount) that the item up
for auction is sold for. See paragraph 7 regarding amounts
added to the hammer price.

5.4 The buyer is the bidder that submits the highest bid, there-
by obtaining the hammer price. At the moment the
hammer price is determined, a binding purchase/sale agree-
ment is entered into based on these conditions of purchase.

5.5 1f bids are made on behalf of others, the bidder serves as
surety for the transaction.

5.6 Items are purchased in their present state and condition,
and regardless of the type of bidding the buyer has no
right to withdraw his bid, neither under the Danish Con-
sumer Contracts Act.

5.7  Bidders are required, in accordance with BRK’s instructions,
to identify themselves and document their ability to pay,
for instance by registration of a valid debit/credit card,
bank guarantee or a deposit.

5.8 BRK may refuse to accept a bid if a sufficient guarantee of
the bidder’s ability to pay is not provided, or if the bidder
has previously defaulted on payment obligations on pur-
chases from BRK.

The intended maximum bid can be submitted via bruun-
rasmussen.dk until the start of the auction or by e-mail,
fax or phone, so that the bid is received no later than 24
hours prior to the start of the auction. A commission agent
bids on behalf of the bidder within the limits of the stated
maximum bid.

With certain items it is possible to have a BRK employee
call the bidder over the phone. The employee will then bid
on behalf of the bidder during the auction.

PRE-AUCTION:

7 AMOUNTS ADDED TO THE HAMMER PRICE

In addition to the hammer price, see paragraph 5.3, the
buyer pays a buyer’s premium for the individual items as
well as the other amounts described below if the conditions
for these are applicable. The total amount that the buyer
pays to BRK is called the “purchase price”.

Buyer’s Premium: The hammer price always includes an
additional fee to BRK. At the traditional auctions, the fee is
249% of the hammer price + VAT of the fee, 30% in total.
For stamps and coins, the fee is 20% of the hammer price
+ VAT of the fee, a total of 25%.

Full VAT: Certain items are sold at auction in accordance
with the current rules regarding full VAT.

A: Businesses in Denmark registered for VAT can decide
that the transaction is to be conducted in accordance
with the rules for full VAT, see paragraph 7.1.2.

B: Businesses registered for VAT in another EU Member
State can be exempted from paying Danish VAT if it
can be proved that the item has been transported to the
foreign address that the buyer has registered with BRK
and which is written on the invoice. In such cases, the
VAT should be settled according to the rules applicable
in the country where the buyer is registered for VAT.
1t is advisable to consult with the local authorities. The
buyer can decide not to be exempt from regular VAT
and instead pay Danish VAT on second-hand goods/
full VAT.

The buyer may
decide not to be exempt from regular VAT and instead
pay Danish VAT on second-hand goods/full VAT.

1f payment is made after a deadline, including the deadline
specified in paragraph 8, interest on overdue payments will
be charged and estimated in accordance with the Danish
Central Bank’s official lending rate + 8% per year on the
amount due.

1f the purchase price, including interest, has still not been
paid ten days after the demand for payment has been
made, BRK is entitled to seek the purchase price paid by
making a set-off against the deposit/by drawing on the
bank guarantee or to cancel the purchase.

1f the purchase is cancelled, BRK is entitled to sell the item
at a new auction and demand the costs and any difference
between the new and the earlier hammer price (including
the buyer’s premium) covered by the defaulting buyer.

In addition to debt collection, BRK may seek recovery of all
due claims (including costs) not paid in a timely manner in
the following ways:

A: Making the buyer cover the costs of selling items
consigned to auction by or on behalf of the buyer.

14.1 To ensure that Danish cultural heritage of vital importance
remains in Denmark, the Danish Cultural Assets Commis-
sion can place an export ban on certain items. If the buyer
wishes to export an item that is subject to an export ban
in Denmark, the purchase will be cancelled and the Danish
Cultural Assets Commission is obliged to acquire ownership
of the item for the price obtained at auction. The buyer
cannot raise any claims against BRK as a result of an export
ban.

14.2 Certain items are included in the Washington Convention,
also known as CITES. The purpose of CITES is to stop the
trade of items made with endangered species and flora. If
the item is included in the Washington Convention, CITES,
Appendix 1, this will appear in the description of the item
on bruun-rasmussen.dk and be marked with the symbol
"@” in the catalogue. The following rules are applicable:

A: Ttems that are included in the Washington Conven-
tion, CITES, Appendix 1, can only be traded when a
dispensation in the form of a CITES certificate has been
obtained. BRK obtains the required certificate from the
Danish Nature Agency that allows trade and export
to countries within the EU. Ttems that were produced
before 1947 can, however, be freely traded within the
EU without a certificate.

B: Itis only items included in the Washington Convention,
CITES, Appendix 1 that are marked individually on
bruun-rasmussen.dk and in our catalogue. Items inclu-
ded in the Washington Convention, CITES, Appendix 2,
which can be freely sold and transported within the EU,
are not individually marked.

C: Export to countries outside the EU must, regardless
of the year of the item’s production, always procure a
CITES re-export permit from the Danish Nature Agency
if the item is included in the Washington Convention,
Appendix 1 and 2. This export permit can usually be
obtained without problems, if the item is either sold
with a CITES certificate or was made prior to 1947.

Appendix 2 items usually also receive a re-export permit

without problems.

In
such cases, the total purchase price will be refunded. The
buyer cannot demand payment of interest on the purchase
price or demand payment of any other expenses or losses.

A purchase cannot be cancelled and the buyer cannot
demand a refund of the purchase price or raise any other
claims against BRK if the description of the item is in
compliance with paragraph 15.2. The same applies if
evidence of forgery has required the use of scientific
methods that were either not available at the time of sale,
were excessively costly to use or led to the damage of the
item in question.

Claims for a cancellation of a purchase must be notified to
BRK when the buyer has discovered the fact that entitles
the buyer to cancel the purchase. This notice, however, has
to be given no later than two years after the final pick-up
date according to paragraph 12.4.
